AUSTRALIA WIN IN WALES...

July saw Australia maintain their remarkable record
in competitive debating, by winning the World Schools
Debating Championships for the fourth year running.
Proposing the motion “This House believes that
democracy is the best system of government for
every nation” at the tournament’s Grand Final, they
beat Ireland by 5 judges’ votes to 2. The event was
staged at Cardiff’s City Hall and hosted by the BBC’s
Huw Edwards.

300 people from 36 countries took part in the World Championships, which was run by the
Welsh Centre for International Affairs (WCIA) with assistance from CEWC-Cymru and the Wales
Debating Federation. They included first-time competitors Lesotho, Montenegro and Botswana.
Debates took place in 27 schools in south and west Wales, as well as at the Millennium Stadium,
Llandaff Cathedral, Caerphilly Castle and Cardiff University.

Wales performed particularly well at the tournament, achieving a ranking of 5th place after winning
7 of its 8 preliminary round debates. However, the team was defeated by Australia in the first
knock-out round.

A 35-minute DVD is now available, covering all aspects of the event and featuring interviews and
extracts from debates.

...WALES TO VISIT SEOUL

The next World Schools Debating Championships
takes place in Seoul, South Korea in July 2007, and
Wales’s team has already been selected.

A record 57 schools and colleges took part in the
2006 Julian Hodge Bank Wales Schools Debating
Championships, debating topics including nuclear
power, formal prayer sessions in state schools, the
construction of ‘super casinos’, and the use of on-
the-spot justice. Following quarter- and semi-finals in early November, the Final took place on 24
November at the Temple of Peace, Cardiff. Craig Williams and Lucy Simons of Elfed High School
(Buckley) proposed the motion “This House would begin immediate withdrawal of Coalition troops
from Iraq”. Their opponents were Claire Fitter and David Gregory of Howell’s School, Cardiff. After
a tense and impressive debate, the judging panel of Julie Morgan MP, Sharon Bloomfield (Julian
Hodge Bank), Bethan James (Wales Debating Federation), Amy Daughton (Cardiff County Council)
and Martin Pollard (CEWC-Cymru) judged Howell’s to be the winners.

Claire and David’s victory (above) meant that they were selected automatically for the team
that will represent Wales at the 2007 World Championships. Three further individuals were later
selected to join them: Aled Richards-Jones (Queen Elizabeth High School, Carmarthen), Bethan
Greaves (Builth Wells High School) and Ellen Robertson (Pencoed School, Bridgend).

Inclusion, CEWC-Cymru’s project to develop citizenship skills among disadvantaged young people,
is now ‘going mainstream’. Assistant Education Officer Kate Wolstenholme has so far worked with
special schools, Pupil Referral Units and secure units, helping students to use clay animation to
express ideas and opinions. This work is now available to secondary schools, and usually takes the
form of a demonstration session with Kate, followed by the provision of written materials and support
to teachers.
