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Open to every secondary school and college in Wales, this competition enables students to debate a range of important issues. 
 
 6-24 October    8 regional rounds take place throughout Wales. One winning team selected from each. 
 

 13 November    Regional winners compete in quarter- and semi-finals at Gregynog, Powys. 
  Two teams selected for Final. 
 

 28 November    Final at Temple of Peace, Cardiff. 
 

   The champions will represent Wales at the English-Speaking Union’s 

International Schools Mace Final in May 2009. They will also have the chance of competing  
 

in the 2009 World Schools Debating Championships, taking place in Athens! 
 

 
Entrants will receive details of their round – plus a handbook containing full rules and further guidance – early in September. 

 

• Each school/college is allowed one team of 2 speakers. Debaters who wish to be eligible for the World Championships must be under 19 on 9 February 2009, 

and available from 9 to 19 February to participate. 

• All debates take place in English, on topical issues chosen by CEWC-Cymru. We will allocate teams either the Proposition or Opposition side for the debate. 

• Each debater speaks for 7 minutes, followed by a 4-minute summation by one of the 2 speakers. 

• A panel of adjudicators will select a team to go forward to the next stage of the competition, as well as an individual to participate in the World Schools
