Objectives

Pupils will:
e understand that diversity exists within the class
e |earn about the people, languages and culture of other countries

e know about aspects of their cultural heritage in Wales including the
multi-cultural dimension
e value and celebrate cultural difference and diversity

Resources

e Alarge world map (we recommend the Peters projection, as it shows
the continents in correct proportion to each other)
Small stickers or drawing pins (lots of different shapes/colours)
Pens, coloured paper etc.
Books containing information about other countries
Optional: Ribbon or marker pens matching the colour of the stickers
Optional: Pupils’ passport photos

Room layout

Pupils in a circle

Time

1 hour

Resources

e Put up the world map on a classroom wall or pin board
e Ask pupils to name countries to which they are linked, by using
categories such as the following:
- Countries in which family or friends live
- Countries they have visited
- Countries that produce the food they eat or the clothes they wear
- Countries that speak a language of which the pupils know some
words
- Countries from which they have heard news on the TV or
elsewhere
e Assign each category a different coloured pin/sticker, and stick one
on each country named. (Particularly able pupils may be asked to
place the pins/stickers themselves.)
>> You may wish to join the pins/stickers together using
matching ribbons or marker pens, in order to show the web that
links the class to the rest of the world. <<
e Ask pupils to draw a small picture of themselves (or use passport
photos), and to attach this to a place on the map which shows the
most significant link they have to the rest of the world.

Class Discussion
e \Were you surprised at how many different countries were covered?
o \What effect do all these links have?
e Which countries do you think have the most links to others? Why do
you think that is?

Where next?
e Pupils could do a project on a particular country of their choice to be

linked to the map
Pupils could bring in postcards from holiday destinations to display
around the map
Make the international links come alive by bringing Fairtrade
products to your school
Compare children’s lives around the world with Oxfam’s resources
Your World My World and Wake Up, World!

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IRAQ / IRAC

International news is now available around the clock, and
conflicts like the invasion and insurgency in Iraq dominate many
of these broadcasts. Although war is more common in developing
countries, richer nations are often involved, through sending
troops or peacekeepers, or by providing weapons to different
factions.

Active global citizens could: engage in debate about war,
weapons and arms trading; or join the campaign against
international arms trading.

BRAZIL / BRASIL

It is many years since the world was first alerted to the
destruction of rainforests in places like Brazil and Indonesia. In
many cases, ancient forests are cleared for agricultural purposes,
and the wood is exported — often illegally — for use as furniture.
Deforestation damages delicate ecosystems, reduces forests’
capacity for absorbing carbon dioxide, and forces the movement
of indigenous people.

Active global citizens could: insist on buying wood products
that carry the Forest Stewardship Council logo, meaning that they
come from sustainable sources.

RUSSIA / RWSIA

Since opening international trade relations after the end of the Cold War, Russia has become one of the
biggest suppliers of natural gas, a major fuel for electricity production, heating and cooking purposes.
Many European countries, including the UK, depend heavily on gas piped for thousands of miles from
Russia. Such a readily available supply might make us neglect reducing our energy usage, and some
people say that the gas pipelines are vulnerable to terrorist attacks or to Russian political power.

Active global citizens could: try to reduce their energy consumption, by using low-energy light bulbs
or not leaving the TV on standby; or persuade their family to use an electricity supplier that promises to
develop renewable energy sources.

Gallai dinasyddion byd-eang gweithredol: geisio lleihau eu defnydd o ynni, drwy ddefnyddio bylbiau
golau ynni isel neu beidio &4 gadael y teledu yn y modd segur; neu berswadio eu teulu i ddefnyddio
cyflenwr trydan sy’n addo datblygu ffynonellau ynni adnewyddol.

Lesotho is considered officially to be Wales’s twin country, and
there are many active links between schools, hospitals and
other organisations in the two nations. International linking helps

people from different backgrounds to understand each other, and
enables developing countries to benefit from the resources of
richer countries.

ETHIOPIA

Some of the world’s most popular coffee varieties come from
Ethiopia. However, people there are among the poorest in the
world, with the average income being around US$100 per person
each year.

Active global citizens could: start a link between their school
and one in another part of the world.

CHINA / TSIEINA

We benefit from Chinese products every day, including many
of our DVD and MP3 players, bags, books and cameras. Some
councils in Britain even send their rubbish there for recycling!
China will become the focus of even greater attention when

it hosts the 2008 Olympics. It’s not all good news, though:

the economic revolution there is accompanied by reports of
low wages, exploitative working conditions and irreversible
environmental damage.

Active global citizens could: research the background of
a product before making a purchase, and try to buy from
companies with a good ethical reputation.

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BANGLADESH

Very few of the clothes that we buy these days are manufactured
in the UK, or in any developed country. The charity War On Want
has found evidence that workers in Bangladeshi clothes factories
can earn as little as 5p an hour for making clothes that are then
sold in Britain. Ultra-cheap clothes are more likely to be made

in exploitative conditions, and encourage people to throw them
away after using them only a few times.

Active global citizens could: write to shops from which they
buy clothes, asking them to ensure acceptable conditions in
their suppliers’ factories; or not treat clothing as just another
throwaway item, and buy clothes only when they really need
them.

Gallai dinasyddion byd-eang gweithredol: ysgrifennu at y
siopau lle maen nhw’n prynu dillad, gan ofyn iddynt sicrhau
amodau derbyniol yn ffatrioedd eu cyflenwyr; neu beidio a thrin
dillad fel eitem ffwrdd & hi arall, a dim ond prynu dillad pan mae
wirioneddol eu hangen arnynt.
